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Sophia College (Autonomous), Ajmer, through its Institution’s Innovation Council (IIC) 

established under the aegis of the Innovation Cell , Ministry of Education, has demonstrated 

exemplary commitment towards fostering a vibrant ecosystem of innovation, creativity, and 

entrepreneurship during the academic session 2025–26. 

In a landmark achievement, the IIC successfully organized 50 diverse and impactful 

activities, setting a benchmark for innovation-driven institutional engagement. These 

initiatives were strategically designed to integrate academic learning with experiential 

exposure, ensuring the holistic development of students. 

 

Key Highlights of the Session 2025-26 

1. The academic year commenced with foundational skill-building initiatives such as the Brand 

Communication Mini-Exercise (13th August 2025) and CV Writing & LinkedIn Profiling 

Session (30th August 2025). Ideation-focused engagements like the Slogan Writing 

Competition (15th September 2025) and Career Story Mapping (7th October 2025) encouraged

Creative Activity (15th October 2025), promoting creative thinking. Entrepreneurial exposure 

was strengthened through the Reverse Innovation Challenge (1st November 2025), Innovators’ 

Experience Sharing (3rd November 2025), and Startup Failure Analysis Session (6th November 

2025). 

3. On National Entrepreneurship Day (7th November 2025), the Social Innovation Jam 

served as a flagship event addressing real-world societal challenges. Sustainability initiatives 

such as Protect Aravali Drive (11th December 2025) and Solar Energy Exposure Visit (13th 

December 2025) reinforced environmental responsibility. 



4. The momentum continued in 2026 with Youth in Action (12th January 2026), Industrial Visit 

to Choyal Industries (29th January 2026), and Business Proposal Drafting (30th January 

2026). National Startup Day (17th February 2026) was marked by Campus Catalysts – 

Young Entrepreneurs Interaction, creating a strong industry-academia interface. 

5. March 2026 witnessed high student engagement through events like the Women 

Entrepreneur Fair (9th March 2026) and Ad Making Competition (10th March 2026). 

Participation in IDS-26 Hackathon (16th March 2026) and AI-Powered Innovation Program 

(23rd March 2026) ensured national-level exposure. 

6. A significant milestone was the Seed Money Grant for Student Startups (23rd March 

2026), followed by capacity-building initiatives like the IPR Workshop (25th–26th March 

2026) and active participation in the Yuva Udhyamita Yatra (25th March 2026).
